Festive season fun!
The holiday season is an exciting time for children. This activity is an opportunity to document and discuss one of the ways you celebrate the festive season with your child. ICT can provide a great tool for children to record and share these moments.   

Activity 1

· Plan a fun activity with your child. This can be decorating the Christmas tree, creating colourful cards and holiday greetings, baking a cake together for the holiday season, a trip to the ice-rink, writing up a Christmas list for Santa etc.

· Use a digital camera or phone that takes pictures or videos. 

· With your child, capture special moments on the camera/ phone. These can be taken during or after the activity and by you or any member of the family.  

· After the activity, look at the photo(s)/video(s) together with your child and talk about them. Enjoy!

Activity 2

Set aside a time to create a story with your child based on the activity for the festive season:

· Aim to create at least a 5 page story with animation. 
· You can use 2Create a Story software or, if you prefer, another generic programme that is similar (e.g Word, PowerPoint etc.). 
· Look at the photos/ videos you took together during the ‘festive season’ activity and discuss on what the child wants the story to be about. 

· Any member of the family can undertake this task with your child.

· Although the emphasis is on the child taking part in the project, brothers and sisters can join in the discussion during the activity and help out with the drawing and text.
· Save the story (see step-by-step instructions at the back of the booklet of how to save this to your computer and the USB). 

· Record some of the dialogue, if possible.
